Nobody went to the South Pole until 1911. Ronald
Amundsen, from Norway, and an Englishman, Robert Scott, both
wanted to be the first person to go there. They both left their
countries by ship in June of 1910 and arrived in Antarctica in
January of 1911.

About nine months later, both teams started their trips down to
the South Pole.
